Therefore, the Council is
instituting a visitation program for our brother Knights vére:

Members are asked to pick one day out of the month (fonpbe, the first Tuesday of the month) as their regula
visitation day.

Each month, when their regular visitation day commesrad, members are asked to visit a brother Knight who
is hospitalized, in a nursing home, or a shut-in atého@alling ahead is recommended to make sure that the
brother Knight is still there, as some bounce bacwéen the hospital and nursing home or personal home.

If the member is willing and able, he could visit morentbae brother Knight on his day to visit. For example,
when more than one brother Knight is in the sameitedr nursing home at the same time, a combined visit
could be made. If a visit is not possible on the setédy, members could give the brother Knight(s) a pbalhe
or even visit on another day.

USED BIKE COLLECTION A MODEST SUCCESS

Thanks to a spurt of donations during the last hour, thissyesed bike collection, held on Sunday, March
21*, was a moderate success. The Council collected andssext 34 used bikes of all sizes and speeds in suppor
of the Bikes for the World project. We also collec$®5 to help defray the cost of shipping the bikes overseas.

The bikes will be part of a shipment of over 400 bikes gtmridganda later this spring in support of the
Women Prisoners Support Organization, a non-profit orgamizahhancing opportunities for change in the lives
of women prisoners, women ex-prisoners, and their depeotiddren. The bikes will allow the women and their
dependent children to attend literacy programs and adjsarenticeship-skills training programs in Uganda.

Over the past four years, Council members and parisisidvaae donated 248 bikes and $2,800 for this most
worthy project that serves the needs of poor workerstadests in Africa, Latin America, and the Caribbean.
