We are Knights of Columbus. Believing that a man is defined by his actions as a follower of God, and as a
leader in his community.

How do we remain “an organization like no other?” The answer is strikingly simple. By increasing our
membership to ensure new thoughts, talents, and programs are brought into our councils which will mold our
charitable works for generations to come.

If you make up your mind to succeed, you can move mountains or simply decide
that YOU WILL recruit one new member and change his life forever as he becomes a proud and active Knight of
Columbus — don’t deny him that opportunity.
